New TCCRA Racers - FAQ

Please read the TCCRA rulebook – everyone in your camp is responsible for following all rules.  This handout is only a quick summary of a handful of the most frequently asked questions and is not a substitute for the rulebook.  A racer can be penalized for infractions committed by others if the rule breakers are not racers themselves.

You and everyone in your camp are responsible for following all TCCRA rules, not just those within this short summary, while at a TCCRA sanctioned event. Pit-racing rules are strictly enforced!

Money

· The promoter at the front gate collects race-specific money such as race entry fees as well as vehicle fees and per-bike fees.

· Club fees such as memberships and pie-plate fees are collected by TCCRA officers at the signup tables.

Race Signups
· Please be on time for signups as the officers staffing signups have other duties to complete after signups.  Signup times are Saturday 1p-3p and Sunday 7a-8a.
· When you come to signups please have your name and race letter/number clearly, legibly written on your race entry.  When you receive your punch card check to make sure the letter and number you were given are correct.

Punch Cards and Transponders

· We use electronic scoring but we do have a manual backup system.

· At each race, racers will be given a punch card with their bike number on one for the manual scoring.

· Attach the punch card to your brake cable or front number plate with the number facing the front fender (to allow the scoring workers to read the number if your plates aren’t readable).
· At the back checkpoint you must stop to have your card punched.  

· At the barrels, slow down but don’t stop.  You MUST go through the electronic scoring chute to be properly scored.

· You will receive a scoring transponder when you signup for your membership. 

· The transponder will last several years and will be automatically updated as your class and/or bike number changes.

· See the transponder instructions or one of the scoring officers for specifics. 

· If you will be riding more than one class per year, please inform the scoring officers at each race signup so they can update the computer with the correct class.
Bike Numbers

· You will receive a DNF if your numbers do not meet the requirements outlined in the rule book. See the rule book for the complete set of rules regarding your numbers.

· Your letter and numbers on your bike must be readable in order for you to be scored. If your numbers become unreadable during the race due to mud, a crash, etc. please yell out your letter/number as you pass through the scoring area.

· The letter and numbers must be on the front and both side plates, must be at least 3 inches tall, and the color of the numbers must be of a high-contrast with the background.  

· Solid backgrounds are generally most easily readable.  Metallic numbers are pretty, but rarely readable by busy scoring personnel.

Misc.

· If you are not on the track, then you are in the pits, and the speed limit is 10 miles per hour. Pit-racing is taken very seriously and has serious consequences.

· The siren will sound before the Sunday morning riders meeting and before each race.  It is highly recommended that you attend the riders meeting as you are responsible for all information discussd there.  The agenda includes track questions, special instructions, racers facing starting penalties, and an announcement of the number of laps.

· If you need to pit, you may do so anywhere except within 100 feet of the barrels.

· Results will be posted as soon as they are available; please do not approach the scoring personnel with questions.

Once again, you and everyone in your camp are responsible for following all TCCRA rules, not just those within this short summary, while at a TCCRA sanctioned event.
